Church in Leyton, London. 

This was in the form of a 
breakfast meeting attended by 

women from all across Lon-

don.  In attendance were a 
group of enthusiastic women

in this nation. They came to-
gether to learn about QUIVER 

and how they can actively start 

a QUIVER group in their area.

An arrow in a quiver is a strategy 

or option that could be used to 

achieve an objective” – Diction-

Thus, QUIVER, simply defined, 

is small groups of women 
praying together for revival.  

Each group or “QUIVER” ide-

ally consists of five focused 
women, fervently and ardently 

praying to God for revival in 
the UK.  These prayerful 

women will be “arrows” in 

God’s hands to fulfill His pur-

poses in the land. 
 

QUIVER’s inception came 

about through a personal reve-
lation given by God to Rev 

Jennifer Wallace, founder of 

WOMEN IN TUNE (more 

information WOMEN IN 
TUNE can be found at 

www.womenintune.org). In 

the encounter, the Lord in-

structed Rev Jennifer to 
“gather women in the UK to pray 

for revival.” The strategy given 

was to get the women to form 

small prayer groups of up to 
five women in every county, 

village, town and city in the 

UK.

W hen first I heard of 

Quiver, I knew in my 
heart that I should start a group. 
I prayed about it and God gra-

ciously showed me the people 
who would make up the Quiver 
group.

ever, we have been reconciled 

with God and have been given 

access to Him through the Blood 
of Jesus Christ. We have been 

made sons of God and joint heirs 

with Jesus Christ, seated in heav-
enly places far above principali-

ties and powers. We have been 

given authority by Jesus and been 

blessed with every spiritual bless-
ing in Christ. We also have a 

responsibility towards the king-

dom of God. Knowing these 

things should help and empower 
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NHS.  We pray for leaders of the 

Church in the UK and for the po-

litical leaders in the nation.  

The thing is not to turn the Quiver 
prayer meeting into a home group 

meeting. This is because Quiver is 

a strategic prayer initiative. 

I  would certainly encourage you 

to start a Quiver group.  The 
benefits are great.  You get to pray 
God's will for this nation. He 

wants the UK back to its original 
holy standing with Him.  You start 
to see answers to prayer which 

encourages and you are embold-
ened. You become spiritually more 
alert, more watchful of situations 

and issues when they arise.  

Just reading the Quiver manual is 

enlightening!  It teaches how to 
pray. Its gives many scripture refer-
ences. Psalm 85 is so encouraging; 
who would not want to pray it for 

themselves, families and others. 

It's a privilege to pray for this land 
and the Church in this land. No
